Jury pools in the State of Washington are extracted from source files comprised of registered voters and driver’s license or state identity cardholders from each county. Jury Pool information may be requested by a county agency to meet a specific agency’s need.

Per RCW 2.36.054, the consolidated technology services division of the state shall supply to the courts in each county a master jury pool source list drawn from active registered voters in that county and holders of driver’s licenses or state identity cards from that county. At the option of the county, the merging of the sources (registered voters and DOL information) may be done either by the state or by the county.
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A process flow diagram for exporting jury pool information is appended to this document.

Variations between Counties
· One county uses the jury pool export capabilities of their EMS to provide the county a source for selecting members of their Salary Commission.
· Some counties provide jury pool information when requested.
· Some counties do not provide any jury pool information.
· Several counties only pull jury pool information from voter registration extracts while others use both the voter registration extract and the driver’s license or state identity cardholder data from that county.

Challenges and Opportunities
