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The purpose of this document is to provide a high-level description of the process and requirements for finding a voter based on a barcode.

Most workflows within the system require searching for a voter. Searching based on a barcode containing the voter ID expedites the search process by allowing users to accurately retrieve a specific voter’s information.

Variations between Counties
· Some county systems will jump directly to viewing voter information based on a barcode search while others present a list containing the single matched record.
· Some counties do not include voter ID barcodes on documentation sent to votes while some other counties do include a voter ID embedded barcode.
· Either the voter ID, a ballot ID (Absentee Voter ID) or a mailer barcode is the primary method to process outgoing and incoming ballots. During ballot processing these barcodes are used to initially check-in ballots using high speed sorters. Barcodes are also used to wand batches of undeliverable mail, or groups of ballot envelopes, etc.
