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The purpose of this document is to provide a high-level description of the process and requirements for automatically cancelling the registration of an inactive voter who has not voted in two consecutive federal general elections.
Overview
Voters are set to an inactive status when a mailing sent to their residential address is returned as undeliverable. They may remain inactive through two federal general elections after which their registration is cancelled.

Per RCW 29A.08.630, an inactive voter who does not vote in two consecutive federal general elections and who does not notify the auditor of a change of address or respond to a confirmation notice during that period shall have their registration cancelled.

	Voter registration is cancelled.

Variations between Counties
· The execution of the auto-cancel process varies from county to county.  Typically, the process occurs after the first of the year.
· Some counties choose to manually cancel registrations rather than utilizing an automatic process.  Other counties use a batch process for auto-cancellation.
Challenges and Opportunities
The following challenges and opportunities were identified:
· Updates and corrections to voter records can cause voters who have been inactive for two federal general elections to remain on the voting rolls.
· The VRDB does not capture the cancellation reason on a registration.
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
