It provides a publicly transparent view into the finances of an election campaign by disclosing the donors who contributed money and the amount they contributed as well as how money was spent.
Neither the state nor counties directly track campaign finances. They defer to the Public Disclosure Commission which was established by Washington state law to make readily available information about financing of campaigns and lobbying, and financial affairs of officials and candidates. 
The state web site and voter pamphlets, as well as the county web sites and voter pamphlets, refer public inquiries to the Public Disclosure Commission.
