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The purpose of this document is to provide a high-level description of the process and requirements for determining if possible duplicates exist within the VRDB for a particular voter registration record.
Overview
As the present architecture includes a separate EMS system for each county as well as a statewide list of registered voters, new registrations or updates to existing registrations may introduce duplicate registration records in the VRDB.

The Secretary of State is required to maintain a statewide Voter Registration list and each County Auditor is required to maintain a local copy of the statewide list for voters in their county. Transfers from one county to another may only be done via the voter submitting a new voter registration application.

Challenges and Opportunities
The following challenges and opportunities were identified:
· Distributed system requires interaction between local EMS and VRDB. 
· Resolution of potential duplicates in VRDB requires county users to access VRDB.
· Voter applications may not include previous address.
· Voter name changes can increase duplicates. Many times the same voter appears twice due to a different name or name variation. 
· Need to explore using DOB, SSN, Driver’s license, or address information as part of the duplicate check at entry or during duplicate analysis.
· The necessity for real time statewide duplicate voter checks in order to reduce redundancy, eliminate the need to resolve duplicates later after entry, and eliminate duplicates even for a short period of time.
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
